Cling to your faith in Christ, and keep your 
conscience clear. For some people have deliberately 
violated their consciences; as a result, their faith has 
been shipwrecked.



1 Timothy 6:9–12

But those who desire to be rich fall into temptation and a 
snare, and into many foolish and harmful lusts which 
drown men in destruction and perdition.  For the love of 
money is a root of all kinds of evil, for which some have 
strayed from the faith in their greediness, and pierced 
themselves through with many sorrows.

But you, O man of God, flee these things and pursue
righteousness, godliness, faith, love, patience, 
gentleness. Fight the good fight of faith, lay hold on 
eternal life, to which you were also called and have 
confessed the good confession in the presence of many 
witnesses.



Hebrews 12:12-13

Therefore strengthen the hands which hang down, and 
the feeble knees, and make straight paths for your feet, 
so that what is lame may not be dislocated, but rather be 
healed.

So be made strong even in your weakness by lifting up
your tired hands in prayer and worship. And strengthen 
your weak knees, for as you keep walking forward on 
God’s paths all your stumbling ways will be divinely 
healed! [TPT]





Flee
Foolish & Harmful Lusts



1 Timothy 6:11

But you, O man of God, flee these things…

So run from all these evil things. [NLT]

Run for your life from all this. [Message]



James 1:12-15  Anatomy of Temptation & Sin

Let no one say when he is tempted, “I am tempted by God”; 
for God cannot be tempted by evil, nor does He Himself 
tempt anyone.

But each one is tempted when he is drawn away by his own 
desires and enticed.

Then, when desire has conceived, it gives birth to sin; and 
sin, when it is full-grown, brings forth death.



Psalm 1:1, Romans 13:14

Blessed is the man who walks not in the counsel of the 
ungodly, nor stands in the path of sinners…

…nor stands submissive and inactive in the path where 
sinners walk [Amplified]

Don’t let yourself think about ways to indulge your evil 
desires. [NLT]



Pursue
Righteousness, Godliness, Faith, Love



1 Timothy 6:11, John 8:31-32

But you, O man of God, flee these things and pursue
righteousness, godliness, faith, love, patience, 
gentleness. 

Then said Jesus to those Jews which believed on him, 
If you continue in my word, then are ye my disciples 
indeed; And you shall know the truth, and the truth 
shall make you free.



2 Peter 1:3-4

His divine power has given to us all things that pertain to 
life and godliness, through the knowledge of Him who 
called us by glory and virtue, by which have been given to 
us exceedingly great and precious promises [NKJ]

So that through the power of these tremendous promises 
you can experience partnership with the divine nature, by 
which you have escaped the corrupt desires that are of the 
world. [TPT]



Hebrews 4:12–13, 2 Timothy 3:16–17

For the word of God is living and powerful, and sharper 
than any two-edged sword, piercing even to the division of 
soul and spirit, and of joints and marrow, and is a 
discerner of the thoughts and intents of the heart.

All Scripture is given by inspiration of God, and is 
profitable for doctrine, for reproof, for correction, for 
instruction in righteousness, that the man of God may be 
complete, thoroughly equipped for every good work.



Fight
The Good Fight of Faith



1 Timothy 6:11-12, James 4:7

But you, O man of God, flee these things and pursue
righteousness, godliness, faith, love, patience, 
gentleness. Fight the good fight of faith

Therefore submit to God. Resist the devil and he will 
flee from you.



1 Peter 5:6-9

Therefore humble yourselves under the mighty hand of 
God, that He may exalt you in due time, casting all your 
care upon Him, for He cares for you.

Be sober, be vigilant; because your adversary the devil 
walks about like a roaring lion, seeking whom he may 
devour.

Resist him, steadfast in the faith, knowing that the same 
sufferings are experienced by your brotherhood in the 
world.



Matthew 26:38, 41-42

He told them, My soul is crushed with grief to the point 
of death. Stay here and keep watch with me.

Keep watch and pray, so that you will not give in to 
temptation. For the spirit is willing, but the body is 
weak!” 

Then Jesus left them a second time and prayed, My 
Father! If this cup cannot be taken away unless I drink 
it, your will be done.



Lay Hold
On Eternal Life



1 Timothy 6:11-12, Philippians 4:13

But you, O man of God, flee these things and pursue
righteousness, godliness, faith, love, patience, 
gentleness. Fight the good fight of faith, lay hold on 
eternal life…

I can do all things through Christ who strengthens me.



Galatians 5:16-17, Romans 8:2,13

I say then: Walk in the Spirit, and you shall not fulfill the 
lust of the flesh.

For the flesh lusts against the Spirit, and the Spirit 
against the flesh; and these are contrary to one another, 
so that you do not do the things that you wish.

For the law of the Spirit of life in Christ Jesus has made 
me free from the law of sin and death.

If through the power of the Spirit you put to death the 
deeds of your sinful nature, you will live.



2 Timothy 1:5–7, Ephesians 5:18–20

Therefore I remind you to stir up the gift of God which is in 
you through the laying on of my hands.  For God has not 
given us a spirit of fear, but of power and of love and of a 
sound mind.

And do not be drunk with wine, in which is dissipation; but 
be filled with the Spirit, speaking to one another in psalms 
and hymns and spiritual songs, singing and making melody 
in your heart to the Lord, giving thanks always for all 
things to God the Father in the name of our Lord Jesus 
Christ.



Ephesians 3:14-16, Colossians 1:9,11

For this reason I bow my knees to the Father of our 
Lord Jesus Christ, from whom the whole family in 
heaven and earth is named, that He would grant you, 
according to the riches of His glory, to be strengthened 
with might through His Spirit in the inner man.

For this reason we also, since the day we heard it, do 
not cease to pray for you, and to ask that you may 
be…strengthened with all might, according to His 
glorious power, for all patience and longsuffering with 
joy.
